Head Start State Collaboration Projects 
Their history, purpose and relationship with Head Start Associations
The Head Start State Collaboration Project (HSSCP) is the result of a federal initiative to encourage collaboration between state and local service providers. In 1990, federal grants were awarded to Pennsylvania and 11 other states to pilot the initial Head Start State Collaboration Projects. The intent was "to create significant partnerships between Head Start and states in order to better meet the increasingly complex, intertwined, and difficult challenges of improving the long term outcomes for economically disadvantaged children and their families." The experiment proved worthwhile, and today 52 HSSCPs are funded by the federal government, one in every state, Puerto Rico and the District of Columbia .  Click here to view the section of the Head Start Act pertaining to HSSCPs.
